CROSSING THE ATLANTIC | KORSA ATLANTEN

An evening of O/Modernt crossings interlaces Britten’s travels across Europe in his Variations on a Theme
of Frank Bridge with a sprinkling of works by British rock and pop icons Radiohead and Sting. Crossing the
Atlantic in the company of the émigré Stravinsky, we visit the crucible of modern pop music. Steve Reich’s
mesmerising rhythms purify the allure of pop, while tracks by the metal band Dream Theater reveal the

essence of prog rock. The theme of crossings is encapsulated in Bryce Dessner’s Ahyem — a meditation on

flight and passage — and Caroline Shaw’s Entr'Acte, which takes us to the far side of Alice’s looking glass.

Under kvillens konsert korsar vi Europa tillsammans med Britten i Variations on a Theme of Frank Bridge och
moter pa vigen brittiska ikoner inom rock och pop, sisom Radiohead och Sting.

CROSSING THE STYX | OVER FLODEN STYX

Dead souls complete life’s journey by crossing the River Styx to reach the underworld. Soundtracks for that crossing,
ranging from lamentations to a burning rage against the dying of the light, are presented in some life-affirming O/
Modernt juxtapositions. They include Sauli Zinovjev’s impassioned Double Concerto (an O/Modernt commission),
together with Lera Auerbach’s reflections on the pain of a grieving mother and Shostakovich’s instrumental requiem for
the ‘victims of fascism and war’. The sequence is completed with short works by Purcell, the American band | am Ghost
and Paul Gorman (composer and sound designer). Finally, Osvaldo Golijov’s Tenebrae discovers hope in the depths of

despair.

De dddas sjilar avslutar livets resa genom att korsa floden Styx till dédens rike. Under konserten hor vi Sauli Zinovjevs
passionerade dubbelkonsert (ett bestéllningsverk fér O/Modernt), Lera Auerbachs reflektioner 6ver den sérjande
moderns smarta och Sjostakovitjs instrumentala rekviem &ver "fascismens och krigets offer”. Dartill skymtar vi verk av
Purcell, det amerikanska bandet | am Ghost och Paul Gorman (kompositér och ljuddesigner). Konserten avslutas med

Osvaldo Golijovs Tenebrae, ett ljus av hopp i desperationens djup.

BRIDGES TO THE FUTURE
BROAR TILL FRAMTIDEN

Renouncing full-blooded exoticism, Brahms’s Piano Quartet in A Major
retains some of the Hungarian energy of earlier works but cross-fertilises
it with an exquisite mastery of sonata principles. The result is graceful and
poetic, with an almost symphonic reach, while its four movements, each
lasting more than ten minutes, revel in the ‘heavenly length’ associated
with Schubert. As in the symphonies, that is, Brahms builds bridges to
the future by looking back.

Brahms Pianokvartett i A-dur har kvar en del av den ungerska energin
fran hans tidigare verk, men har forlans den ett strik av sonatformens
elegans. Resultatet ar ett behagligt och poetiskt verk med en néstan
symfonisk rackvidd, samtidigt som dess fyra satser (pa mer dn 10 minuter
var) nar den "himmelska langd” som associeras med Schubert. Precis som

i symfonierna bygger Brahms broar till framtiden genom att blicka bakat.

CROSS AT YOUR OWN RISK | KORSA PA EGEN RISK

Crossings and daring transgressions are the subject of this concert, which culminates in Haydn’s cheeky nudge to
his boss (the ‘Farewell’ Symphony) and Beethoven’s blast against convention in the Grosse Fuge. Journeys to desert
islands can yield fairy tale reunions (Haydn) or Erkki-Sven Tiiiir’s idyll of charming solitude, but beware Locatelli’s
labyrinth of virtuosity — easy to enter, but famously difficult to exit. More perils, in the form of unbridled avarice,
permeate the soundtrack of the movie There Will be Blood, set in the Californian oil boom. Finally, adventurous

O/Modernt prospectors are richly rewarded with gemlike works by Tallis (full of cross-relations) and Purcell.

Korsningar och djirva évertridelser ar temat for denna konsert, som kulminerar i Haydns fricka pik till sin chef
(“Avskedssymfonin”) och Beethovens brott mot konventionen i GroBe Fuge. Resor till 6de 6ar kan leda till sagolika
moten (Haydn) eller Erkki-Sven Tiiirs idylliska charmerande ensamhet, men se upp med Locatellis virtuosa labyrint;
ingdngen ar enkel att hitta, men utgingen 6kant svar. Fler faror, i form av otyglad girighet, genomsyrar musiken till
filmen There Will be Blood, som utspelas under oljeboomen i Kalifornien. Den som tillsammans med O/Modernt ger

sig ut pa skattjakt blir rikt belénad med klingande juveler av Tallis (fylld av korsrelationer) och Purcell.
